Humber
and Lindholme bike repair workshop$§his means that prisoners can access
meaningful day time occupation and learn bike repair and maintenance gkills.
we get to send a fully refurbished bike to West Africa.

1 Bicycles that are not suitable for refurbishment at the prisons are givenvtouh
Development Service projecthe bikes are broken for spares and young people
build their own bikes from scratchand achieve a Youth Development Award in bike
maintenance skillsThey also get to keep the bike so that they can travel to school,
college or work.
